Guidelines for poster presentation
1. The posters will be put up at the venue (Hotel Marriot Jaipur).
2. The area will be available for putting posters from 12 noon of 14 October 2011. Presenters will need to put up their posters latest by 9 AM on 15 October 2011 and remove them by 3 PM on 16 October 2011.
3. The Poster viewing and evaluation session will be from 12 noon to 1330 hours on 15 October 2011. No other sessions will be conducted during this period.
4. The poster board size is 4 feet tall and 3 feet wide. We recommend that you keep a 2 inch margin all around and make your poster 3 feet 8 inches tall and 2 feet 8 inches wide.
5. Posters not removed by the deadline indicated above, will be removed by the organizing committee.

6. A Poster desk in the poster area will guide you. Please report to the poster desk and re-check your poster number. Each poster board will have the poster number marked. 
7. Tacks and pins will be available for fixing the posters. It is advisable to carry any special material that you may require.
8. You are encouraged to spend as much time as possible, during breaks, by your poster in order to encourage interaction. We encourage you to carry some copies of your poster in A4 size for distribution to those who are interested in more details.

9. Do carry a small pocket book to take down questions, which will help you refine your poster.

10. Posters will be grouped, and poster rounds will take place during the Poster viewing and evaluation session. 
11. Poster awards include cash prizes and certificates.

12. Please note that all presenters must register for the conference, failing which their abstracts will be withdrawn from the programme.
